Current Provisions

Provisions after Proposed Amendments

Executive Member: A member of the Board of Directors who is also a
member of the executive management of the Bank and participates in
the daily affairs of the Bank and earns a monthly salary in return

Executive Member: A full-time member of the executive management
of the Bank, who participates in managing its daily activities.

Independence means the
ability to judge things after taking into account all relevant information
without undue influence from management or from other external
entities. The Board shall annually evaluate the extent of the member's
independence and ensure that there are no relationships or circumstances
that affect or may affect his/her independence. A member shall be
considered an independent member if he/she met the independence
requirements as defined by supervisory authorities.

Whereas the Shareholders Ordinary General Meeting of the Bank held
at the Bank's head office on 23 February 1997 had approved the
formation and establishment of an Audit Committee in line with the
Board' recommendation and which rules and Terms of Reference were
amended in the following years. These rules are established as follows:

Committee term, Formation and members Selection:

Independent Member: A member who has complete independence in
his/her position and decisions. A member shall be considered
independent if he/she meets the independence requirements as defined
by supervisory authorities.

These rules are established as follows:

Formation, Members’ Selection and Committee term:

1.1 The Audit Committee is formed based on the recommendation of the
Bank’s Board of Directors and approved by the Ordinary General
Meetings.

should not work or has worked in the Company's finance Department,
the Executive Management or for the Bank’s external auditor during the
preceding two years.

1.4 The Committee members shall have academic qualifications and
professional experience in auditing and risk management, including
knowledge of accounting and auditing standards, ability to understand
financial reports, including one specialist in finance and accounting.

CORE TERMS OF REFEREMCE

Based on our limited assurance procedures performed and evidence obtained, nothing has come to our
attention that causes us to believe thatthe SubjectMatter has not been prepared, in all material respects, in
accordance with the Applicable Criteria.

For the avoidance of doubt, we note the followingim portant points relevant to the understanding of our scope
of work, procedures and conclusion relating to the Proposed Transaction:

1) We have notperformed any procedures to examine the commercial aspects of the Proposed Transaction,
including the fairness of the proposed terms.
